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                                                                                  LRL Suspended Condition Code Processing

This procedure properly identifies and provides disposition of items being held in suspended condition.  It allows for streamlined processing of material to facilitate repair, testing, and identify funding requirements for repair or disposal actions.

1.  RESPONSBILITIES AND PROCEDURES:

1.1.  Item Managers (IM) will receive one copy of Suspended Items in warehouse report for their applicable IM code on a quarterly basis (Jan, April, July, and Oct).  

a. The IM will receive the Suspended Item Report and have a 30-day suspense from the date of the listing to provide action taken and explanations.  Once all items are received on the report and updated with the appropriate action, a documentation sheet will be signed and dated by the IM, ES, and the first level supervisor.  

b. After receipt of the Suspended Item Report, the IM will take actions as required according to AFMAN 23-110, Vol 3, Part 3, Chapter 2, to remove the materiel from a suspended condition.

c. An ALMSS query may be run on screen 11 (Perform Asset Tracking Functions) then 1 (Transaction History Inquiry) to determine date suspended condition code was assigned.   In addition to the date, there are basically two transactions on the Transaction History Screen that will display a suspended condition code.  A Receipt (REC) or Condition Code Change (FCC).

d. If the suspended condition code has not been removed from the item record within 90 days from the initial input, the IM will follow-up.  The IM need to determine the reason for the suspended code and what action to take.

e. A suspended condition item folder will be established by each IM.  The quarterly report will be documented with date item was coded suspended and what action was taken to remove from the suspended condition.  Condition code J, K, L, or M must not be used as a “CATCH ALL” to avoid making decisions on the proper disposition of material.

f. For items remaining in suspended condition code for more than 180 days, the report must be annotated with complete justification including a get-well date and approved by the first line supervisor.
