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LXL RSP Procedures

Readiness Spares Packages (RSP) are pre-configured spares kits intended to provide rapid, responsive support for Air Force systems during contingencies.  For RSP Requirements: In place Readiness Spares Packages (IRSP) and Mobility Readiness Spares Packages (MRSP) are assets required, in addition to the normal peacetime operating stock, to support and element in place for the first 30 days of wartime operation.  ND peculiar items will ONLY be procured through LX.  NSN items will be procured by the requesting activity using O&M Funds.  RSP containing consumables are required to have 60 days of wartime operations.

RESPONSIBILITIES AND PROCEDURES:

1. GAINING BASE: (to include the field units and base supply)

a. Insure that correct organizational and shop codes are assigned on each of the RSP details.
b. Verify details have transferred from Beale.
c. Provide feedback if all files are complete and accurate.

d. Forward any RSP changes to Item Managers using the AF Form 1032 format.

e. Process those changes in SBSS at the direction of ACC RSS, after AF Form 1032 approval

2. GAINING RSS:

a. Will load EEX codes to appropriate item records.

b. Adjust levels (increase, decrease, delete, etc)

(If applicable--insure field level has conducted appropriate turn-ins of assets)

c. Load RSP details in SBSS.

d. Process RSP files 

e. Delete appropriate exception codes

3. ITEM MANAGERS:

a. Receive requisitions with YBTxxx with xxx being the organizational code (e.g. YBT444) in the supplemental address.  YBTxxx will identify that the assets is being ordered for RSP.

b. Run authorization interrogation in ALMSS system to verify if there is a kit authorization.  The kit authorization will be identified with an ‘H’ in the authorization indicator field.

c. Ship asset to requesting activity.
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3.1. For DSL Requirements:  The old DSL QTY minus the RSP qty will give the new DSL QTY.

a. Receive Requisitions

b. Inquiry Authorization interrogation in ALMSS system to verify if there is a DSL authorization.

c. Ship assets to requesting activity

3.2. Requisitions with no DSL or RSP:

a. You may get a requisition from the requesting activity that may not have a RSP detail or a DSL detail.  That doesn’t mean that the field is ordering too many.

b. This requirement can be needed to fill a demand level (stock replenishment) or a due-out

c. Inquiry the item record in SBSS to verify the demand level

d. Ship asset to requesting activity

NOTE:  The RSP detail is a stand-alone and the asset is not part of the on-hand asset or demand level.

3.3. Changes in RSP:

a. Use AF Form 1032 spreadsheet located on the M drive; Common; LXL folder under the file titled: AF Form1032.xls

b. Fill out completely and forward (via email) to Mr. Richard Wilson (LXLS)  

4.  RSP MANAGER:

a. Conduct annual RSP reviews

b. Central RSP focal point between using commands and LX

c. Preside over RSP reviews

d. Distribute modification data along with publication of milestones

e. Provide/manage RSP source data

f. Compute RSP levels (IMs will put in additives into ALMSS)

g. Receive RSP changes from field via AF FORM 1032.

h. Forward ALL RSP changes to ACC RSS for approval

i. Update Realm D087H

j. Once item is identified as a kit asset, load ‘H” indicator in ALMSS.

                          k.    Once 1032 if approved, process kit changes is ALMSS

5.  FIELD UNITS/BASE SUPPLY:

a.  Forward any RSP changes to Item Manager using the AF Form 1032 format.

b.  Process those changes at the direction of ACC RSS, after AF Form 1032 approval.
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
